9.3  CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENT

9.6  DECLARATION OF INTEREST

Cllr. Steffan Chambers declared an interest in the letter received by Mr. Kevin Chambers and a Declaration of Interest Form was signed by him and he did not take any part in the discussion.
9.7  GWYNEDD COUNCIL MATTERS
Cllr. Eryl Jones Williams reported that since the last meeting he had attended the following:- Most of July and August was taken up with three problem issues, namely The Post Office, Village car park and Football Field. I am pleased to inform that it looks as though the football field lease has been sorted thanks to the community council taking a £52 per annum lease. CCG and Gwynedd are negotiating the transfer back to the Gwynedd council of the main car park in Dyffryn Ardudwy, but CCG want to retain access should they wish to build on the land to the north. Not such good news regarding the Post Office as no information has been forthcoming despite repeated requests from me and our MP Liz Saville Roberts. Over 650 people signed the petition calling for the post office to be re-opened asap. The Post Office are saying that they have no plans to close the post office in Dyffryn Ardudwy and that investigations between the post office and the Howard's are continuing. I was hoping to have any updates by today. It looks as though that there are no objections to yellow lines at the junction to Pentre Mawr. Arrangements are being made for a health and wellbeing day at the Village Hall on 5th October when flu jabs will be available by Barmouth surgery. Mantell Gwynedd is to assist and there will be information stalls for health and wellbeing advice. Similar to the annual event in Dolgellau which has been successful for many years. I am pleased to report that an inspection into Gwynedd's children's services and supporting families carried out by Care Inspectorate Wales showed that Gwynedd was doing very well and had strong leadership and dedicated workforce. As chairman of care scrutiny I have been working closely with Dilwyn Morgan, cabinet member for children and families and I was interviewed at length by the CIW. I meet regularly with Marian Parry Hughes head of the department and am supported by Gareth James the scrutiny officer. As has already been reported widely that Gwynedd pupils have done very well with their exam results, especially Ysgol Ardudwy despite the problems with the storm damage. New powers to tackle fly-tipping in Gwynedd has started and offenders can be issued with £400 fixed penalty notices for illegally disposing of waste. £100 off if paid within 10 days. More serious fly tippers will be prosecuted through the courts.

Young people wanting help with their driving tests etc can call the road safety team via Rhian Williams  on 01286 679 414. New regulations for flying drones include keeping the drones within sight, stay 150ft away from people and buildings if there is a camera on the drone, keep 500ft away from crowds or building if the drone has a camera,avoid flying over 150ft if there are 1,000 people in the vicinity, not fly near airfields etc etc. Drones over 250 gms will have to be registered. 9.9  MATTERS ARISING

A   Budget Plan 
It was reported that the Council had spent £20,975.44 since the start of the new financial year and this was  £3,356.98 less expenditure than what  was earmarked in the budget for the year and this was because no payments had been made since the last meeting of the Council.
B   Dyffryn Ardudwy and Talybont Improvements Group
Cllr. Steffan Chambers reported that no meeting of the Improvements Group had been heldsince the last meeting of the Council. The next meeting will be held on the 14th September at the Cadwgan Hotel.
C   Village Hall
The Chairman reported that he had met with Mr. Merfyn Williams on the above site to discuss the water pipe that was going into the small kitchen and that they had discovered that there was no lead piping there but a plastic one was there already and all that the Council had to do was purchase a set of mixer taps. The Chairman also reported that Mr. Merfyn Williams was going to repair the small porch and get rid of the damp that exists there. It was agreed because Welsh Water had opened the hole where the water pipe was that the Clerk contacted them to ask for them to come and fill the hole up.
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D   Develop Car Park
The Clerk reported that she had not heard anything from Mr. Geraint Lewis with regard to the above matter since the last meeting of the Council.

E   Inspection of bus shelters, cemeteris and play parks
Cllr. Sian Edwards reported that he had carried out the above inspection on behalf of the Council and she reported as follows:- that the bus shelter in Talybont was fine and that the flower pots by the bus shelter were looking very nice, but there was concern with regard to the fact that the electricity transformer was still visable and Cllr. Edward Griffiths agreed to deal with the matter. The bus shelter in the village was fine as was the bus stop by Glan Rhos, Penybont garden was very tidy, Penybont Garden was very tidy apart from the fact that there was no rubbish bin there and litter was strewn everywhere and it was agreed to wait until the site had been improved before placing a rubbish bin there, Morlo Park was very tidy, the two play parks were fine but there was a problem with the climbing frame and it was agreed that the sub committee would deal with the matter, it was also stated that the gate now closes properly and also a “No Dogs” sign was needed there and it was agreed to contact Gwynedd Council to obtain some. There was rubbish in the old play park although there was a rubbish bin nearby. The public cemetery was very tidy. The grass at Llanddwywe cemetery need to be cut as did the grass at Llanenddwyn cemetery. Cllrs. Michael Tregenza and Steffan Jones agreed to carry out the inspection again next month. 

F   Penybont Garden

The Clerk reported that she had not heard anything from Mr. Dei Thomas for a quote to widen the entrance and also carry out the other improvements i.e get rid of the stone pile in the middle and cut back the trees.

G   The Football Field
The Clerk reported that she had received a copy from CCG of the open land lease for 5 years that will be between the Council and them. The Members went through the lease and it was agreed that the Chairman should sign it on behalf of the Council. There was a need to find out who is responsible for cutting the grass on the football field, but everybody agreed to leave the matter as it is at the moment.

H   The Post Office
Cllr. Eryl Jones Williams reported that he had tried to get an update regarding the latest situation with the above, but he had not received anything.

I     Board Meeting Harlech & Ardudwy Leisure
It was reported that a meeting of the above had been held on the 12th of July and that an e-mail had been received

from the Board Members voicing concern that there is not enough members on the Board to run the site and if no more volunteers will come forward to be members of the Board by the end of September 2018 the site will be shutting. It was also reported that the early swim on a Monday morning at 7.30 a.m had finished and also the public swim on a Tuesday between 12.30 and 2.00 p.m had finished. 

9.10  CORRESPONDANCE
A   Gwynedd Council - Highways Department

Received a reply from the above regarding matters that were raised at the last Council meeting and stating that the Highways Inspector had cut back the trees that were overgrowing down Bennar Road and hiding the 30 m.p.h. sign,

that the grass cutting Contractors had cut the overgrowth from Bro Enddwyn junction towards Llanbedr and that the query regarding signs on the coastal path had been passed onto the appropriate Officer.
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B   Snowdonia National Park 

Received a letter and a formal invitation from the above informing the Council that their annual meeting with the Town and Community Councils will be taking place as follows - October 2nd Neuadd Dyfi, Aberdyfi, October 4th Plas Tan y Bwlch, Maentwrog and October 8th Plas y Brenin, Capel Curig and the meeting will be starting at 6.30 p.m. They will be sending out formal invitations nearer the time. Cllrs. John Ceri Evans and Edward Griffiths agreed to attend the meeting at Plas Tan y Bwlch on the 4th on behalf of the Council.
C   Coastal Access Warden 
Received a reply from the above regarding having better signage along the coastal path from Sebonig to Tyddyn Mawr yn stating that he was going to inspect them and give the signs attention at that time, also stating that a wider inspection had been made along the coastal path in Meirionnydd earlier this year and most probably more work will be done here but not until the next financial year because of lack of funding.
D   North Wales Sheepdog Society

Received an e-mail from the above thanking the Council for the financial donation that was received by them recently towards the cost of holding the final of the North Wales Open Championship Sheepdog Trials in Talsarnau on the 30th and 31st of August this year.
