5.3  CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENT
On behalf of the Council the Chairman welcomed Cllr. Denise Stone to her first Council meeting and wished her all the best.
The Chairman informed the Members that she had received the news during the day today that Mrs Gretta Cartwright who was an active Member of this Council for many years had died. Sympathy was extended on behalf of the Council with her Son Mr. Carey Cartwright and family.

5.5  MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

5.6  DECLARATION OF INTEREST

5.7  GWYNEDD COUNCIL MATTERS
The following report was received from Cllr. Eryl Jones Williams:- Because of the pending elections on 5 May very few meetings took place.As I was returned unopposed, thanks to every one,I used this time to check on complaints and observations and am pleased to announce that almost all have been investigated and dealt with.Not all to our liking but with the COVID 19 and financial restraints we have to accept the situation.Housing, as I have repeatedly reported on, is a major issue and is getting worse with now over 1,000 families registered.Private landlords asking their tenants to leave and then going to AirB&B is a major problem, and affecting our villages. Lack of public transport in the evenings is also a major problem with no buses to the north of Barmouth after 4.40 and to Barmouth at just before 6.00 pm when there are regular buses, supported by Gwynedd, all other areas apart from Meirionnydd.I have raised the problem of travelling to Caernarfon and Bangor Hospital on public transport, with the train arriving in Porthmadog at 8.50am and the T2 bus to Bangor stopping at the train station at 8.51am. Not much time to allow for the connection.BUSES will replace trains on the Pwllheli/Machynlleth line and the Shrewsbury to Aberystwyth line on Sunday 15th May.Trains without passengers on both lines will be testing the new signalling system in time for the new trains delivery.Transport for Wales asks passengers to check before travelling on Sunday 15th May.Where the buses stop is available on the Transport for Wales information website. Please check.

Bus pick-ups locally in Dyffryn Ardudwy, (by Post Office) and Talybont ,(by Tony’s). Barmouth by Railway Station. Please check. B   Budget Plan 
It was reported that the Council had spent £9,926.47  (including bank charges) since the start of the new financial year (which included bank charges) and this was  £6,340.47 more expenditure than what  was earmarked in the budget for the year. This was mainly due to the fact that the Council had paid out HAL precept in April rather than in May.
C   Dyffryn Ardudwy and Talybont Improvements Group
Cllr. Steffan Chambers stated that the annual meeting of the above Group will be held on the 17th of this month in Ysgethin and also the annual meeting of the football club will be held on the 18th of this month again in Ysgethin and that both meetings start at 7.00 p.m. Cllr. Kathleen Aikman reported on behalf of the allotment group that the group known as Y Tir is generally self-sufficient and raises money themselves to move the project forward by holding craft fairs, raffles and apply for funding. She further reported that the Y Tir group had one significant expenditure to make because they had received an invoice for the development of the Y Tir car park, which was not part of the original scheme and had only earmarked just over £1,000 for it and they had received an invoice for almost £3,000 + VAT. Because of this they are asking the Community Council for a financial contribution towards this cost. Following discussion on this issue it was agreed that Cllr. Aikman contacts the contractor to ask him to look again at the invoice because he has indicated verbally to her the cost would be around £1,000 and the Community Council will wait until next month without providing a financial contribution towards this cost.
D   Village Hall
Cllrs. Michael Tregenza and Denise Stone informed the Members that the above committee met on the 10th of this month and minutes will soon be available. Also that the committee has agreed that their contribution towards the hybrid equipment is taken out of the annual contribution they receive from the Council.
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E  Develop Car Park
Nothing to report with regards to the above since the last meeting.
F  Holding Hybrid Meetings
Cllr. Michael Tregenza stated that he had received some of the equipment to hold the above meetings and he was waiting for other things.
F   Election of Councillors
The Clerk reported following the recent election that there are now two vacant seats on the Council. The Clerk reported further that she had been informed by the Electoral Registration Officer that the Council is now required to put up a public notice stating their intention to co-opt and if more than two names are received it will be necessary to hold a secret ballot within the Council.
5.10  CORRESPONDANCE

The Clerk reported that she had received a reply from Mr. Dafydd Thomas, Planning Officer (Compliance) regarding Llanenddwyn Church and he stated that our concerns had been recorded and they will visit the site again and discuss what action needs to be taken next following this. They will contact the Council again when other action has been taken or any update on the matter.
