6.7  GWYNEDD COUNCIL MATTERS
The following report was received from Cllr. Eryl Jones Williams:-  May 6th  Attended the Gwynedd Election count at Dolgellau. 11th Welcome Day Gwynedd Council by zoom. PM Dyffryn and Talybont community council as observer. 12th Police meeting Barmouth. 17th, Dolgellau re new Gwynedd Council IT equipment. 17th evening. Regen AGM Ysgethin.18th Meeting with highways/road safety regarding pavement driving by Huws Grey. 19th 10.30-4.00pm Gwynedd Council AGM Caernarfon. 23rd Gwynedd Finance by zoom. 23rd pm. Dyffryn School Governors. 25th Report by Zoom from Gwynedd Consultancy.26th Meeting with Anna Lewis local regeneration officer re allotments. 27th 2-4 Police meeting Barmouth.
Since the recent elections, returning members and new members have received new lap tops etc and have had several presentations, with more to come, on the workings of the different departments of Gwynedd. At the full council Dyfrig Siencyn, Dolgellau was elected Council Leader and Nia Jeffries, Porthmadog as deputy. All cabinet members are Plaid Cymru members, two from Meirionnydd, one from Dwyfor and the rest from Arfon. Plaid Cymru have 44 members, Independents 23, Labour 1 and Lib-Dems 1. The make up of committees etc are being undertaken with PC getting 2/3rds of the seats, Ind 1/3rd and the individual members being slotted in here and there. PC will have 6 members on the SNP and Ind 3. Cabinet members will decide appointments of members to represent Gwynedd to outside groups.There were 19 people present at the Regen AGM, Cllr Steffan Chambers will give a detailed report. Many of those who attended were from the Allotments group, who come under the auspices of the Regen. I was pleased that there is to be a further consultation with local residents and young people over what is needed in the community. There was a productive meeting with Anna Lewis, the new Regeneration Officer for Ardudwy with Cllr Kath Aikman, and I am arranging a similar meeting with representatives of the Regen and Village hall later this month. Two meetings have taken place with the police and the main topic has been the large number of young people who travel by train to different areas including Barmouth and this has led to complaints about intimidations and other anti social activities, some have been serious. What is clear that this area is low on police 
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numbers to meet the summer increases of tourists. Cllrs thanked the police and pcso’s for their work and local knowledge. All agencies are working together, the meetings were told. Meeting with the public and businesses were proceeding. Cllr Kath Aikman will report on the allotments group. There are now 28 allotments, students from Dolgellau college will help with a riverside walk scheme, an orchard is planned together with a wildlife garden and a monthly car boot is being arranged along with a bees project and possibly a larger meeting building on site.

There has been concern about vehicles travelling on the pavements by the A496 by Huws Grey. The Gwynedd Road Safety unit is drawing up plans to prevent this as damage is being caused to the pavements and is a danger to pedestrians. I was willing to fill the vacancies on the community council if no-one came forward. But with applicants putting their names forward I will withdraw to make way for new local community councillors.

A    Budget Plan 
It was reported that the Council had spent £15,333.88 (including bank charges) since the start of the new financial year and this was  £8,106.97 less expenditure than what  was earmarked in the budget for the year. 
B   Dyffryn Ardudwy and Talybont Improvements Group
Cllr. Steffan Chambers stated that the annual meeting of the above Group had been held on the 17th of last month in Ysgethin and also the annual meeting of the football club had been held on the 18th of last month. The Regeneration Group wanted to carry out a consultation and wanted to know whether the Community Council would be happy for them to do this and it was agreed for this to be done. The football club thanked the Council for their support and was made known that a registration evening was being held on the 13th of next month.
C   Village Hall
Cllrs. Michael Tregenza and Denise Stone informed the Members that the above committee would be meeting tomorrow evening the 8th of this month and there was nothing further to report because they had not received minutes from the previous committee. 

D  Develop Car Park
It was agreed to start clearing the above site before asking for quotes to develop it. Cllr. Steffan Chambers agreed to ask the Regeneration Officer about grant applications.
E  Inspection of bus shelters, cemeteries and play park 

Cllr. Sian Edwards reported that she had carried out the above inspection on behalf of the Council and she reported as follows – that the bus shelter in Talybont was fine and the ground around it with the flowers was tidy, 'the bus shelter in the village were fine but the stone needed to be re-placed on the corner and Cllr. John Ceri Evans agreed to ask Mr. Matt Moxlow to do this work, the bus shelter on Ystymgwern Road was fine and the one near Ty Cerrig. Penybont garden was fine but brambles needed to be cut and some weeding was needed, Morlo Park was fine but the grass needed to be cut. The play park was fine but one hole needed to be filled. The public cemetery was tidy, Llanddwywe cemetery was fine and Llanenddwyn was tidy. Cllr. Mike Tregenza  agreed to carry out this inspection next month.
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F   Holding Hybrid Meetings
Cllr. Michael Tregenza stated that he had received the equipment to hold meetings of the above type but they need a little adjustment and he has a phone call with the technical support team tomorrow .
G   Election of Councillors
The Clerk reported following putting up a public notice stating the intention of the Council  to co-opt  because two empty seats exist on the Council, that she had received three names indicating their interest in the two seats mentioned. A secret ballot was held within the Council and William Hooban and Nia Rees were co-opted as Members of the Council.
H   Mrs Ann Jones’s retirement
The above was discussed and it was agreed after 26 years of service to the local primary school that the Council should give a gift to her. It was agreed that the Chairman would purchase £200 worth of Portmeirion vouchers.
6.10  CORRESPONDANCE
